FIRST READING (IS 63:16-17; 64:1. 3-8)
A reading from the prophet Isaiah

You, Lord, yourself are our Father,
Our Redeemer is your ancient name.

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Mark

So stay awake, because you do not know when the master of the house is coming, evening, midnight, cockcrow, dawn; if he comes unexpectedly, he must not find you asleep. GENERAL INTERCESSION

Reader: May our family members, relatives, and friends who have died experience everlasting joy in the company of our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ. especially remembering all those mentioned in our parish bulletin.

Reader:	Together we now pray our Parish Community prayer during Advent.

All:	God of hope, who brought love into this world, be the love that dwells between us. 

God of hope, who brought peace into this world, be the peace that dwells between us.

God of hope, who brought joy into this world, be the joy that dwells between us.

God of hope, the rock we stand upon, be the centre, the focus of our lives always, and particularly this Advent time.
