Introduction

Good Morning and welcome to the parish of Mary Immaculate Quakers Hill – Schofields.

The account of the annunciation is cast in a traditional pattern of angelic birth announcements to the mother of Samson. Such stories alert the reader to the divine significance of future events in the lives of the children to be born. As with other stories of angelic appearances to women in patriarchal worlds, Mary interacts directly with God’s messenger, without the mediation of her father or intended husband. She is a model of openness and receptivity, regardless of the apparent impossibility of what is being asked and the prospect of subsequent hardships. The reading shows that the expectations of the past are now being fulfilled; God’s plan is being accomplished.
